Placing it among exclusive company on an international scale, Portland’s Avalon Hotel & Spa has achieved the 
Northwest’s first LEED certification of an existing hotel building. Avalon joins the ranks of only nine other hotels in the 
world to have achieved LEED certification and is the second existing hotel building to receive the U.S. Green Building 
Council’s (USGBC) coveted Silver rating.

To fulfill the USGBC’s rigorous requirements for Silver certification of existing buildings, the Avalon Hotel & Spa met LEED standards and green 
operation mandates by implementing the following practices:

Natural Habitat Preservation: The Avalon borders Cotton 
Wood Bay, a protected green space, which includes over 8000 sq. ft. 
of protected natural habitat that is conducive to butterfly populations.

Water Irrigation: The Avalon eliminated 95 percent of its 
irrigation needs by limiting landscaping to native, drought tolerant 
plants. The remaining irrigation uses a drip method and is only used 
twice a week for 3 months out of the year.

Water Reduction Campaign: The Avalon reduced its overall 
water consumption by 22 percent by installing water saving aerators, 
showerheads and toilet flow diverters. The hotel also implemented a 
Reduce by Reuse program for all guest room towels and linens.

Sustainable materials usage: The hotel purchased materials 
identified with Green Seal certification, Low VOC, CRI, FSC or other 
green certifications. 

Clean Air Standards: The entire property is smoke-free and 
includes a living plant in each guest room. 

Recycling Program: Over 60 percent of the hotel’s waste stream 
is recycled and composted and each guest room includes recycling 
bins to encourage guests to recycle as much as possible.

Alternative Fuels: Hotel vehicles are fueled using biodiesel and 
guests arriving in an alternative fuel vehicle are invited to park for 
free. Public transportation is available within walking distance from 
the hotel.

In addition, Avalon is also recognized by the following awards:

Recycle at Work Award – Recognition from the city of Portland  
for being a leader in recycling. The hotel currently recycles 50% of its 
waste with a stated goal of 80% by 2009. The hotel has the honor 
of being the 5th hotel in Portland awarded

GreenGuard Certified – all cleaning and maintenance products 
have been tested and certified by an independent agency to meet 
Green Seal 33 Standards for indoor air Quality

Energy Trust of Oregon – Recognized for improving the 
buildings energy efficiency through a CFL retrofit. Participant in a 
pilot project to change out all showerheads from 2.5 gpm to 2.0 
gpm

Energy Star Partner – Achieved an energy star rating of 73 with 
a goal of 75 for energy star seal. Committed to Energy Star standards 
for all future purchases.
